Persons wishing to obtain a trap registration number in order to use Larsen, Larsen pod, Larsen mate or multi-catch cage traps under General Licences 01 and 02. 

Please note that SNH has taken over the trap registration system from the 1st April 2020 so even if you have previously held a trap registration number from Police Scotland then you must register with us to obtain a new number.

Wildlife crime convictions
If you have any unspent convictions for wildlife crime you will not be eligible to register using this form. If you need to register to use traps and have unspent convictions, please contact us to discuss your requirements.

Returns
Those who register to use meat baits in their Larsen mate or Larsen pod traps will have to submit annual returns using our meat bait return form.  You must keep details of: the location of the trap; what non-target species are caught; how many of each non-target species are trapped; the trap type that was used.  If you fail to complete a return we will remove or suspend your right to use meat baits.
