| arge and small, which support native woodl and conmmuniti es.
The boundary of the international site follows that of the
Loch Maree SSSI. The total area of the site is 3,100 ha.

Loch Maree Special Protection Area qualifies under Aticle 4.1
by regularly supporting, in sumer, 9 pairs of breeding bl ack-
throated diver Gavia arctica (6% of the EC and British
breedi ng popul ation). Loch Maree is the single nost inportant
breeding site for this species in Britain.
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
